OPERATIONAL UPDATES: 

• Reconsideration of the Town’s Parking Ban Policy – The Traffic Study Advisory Group 

met on October 5, 2023 to discuss the Annual Parking Ban. The TSAG voted to send me a 

recommendation to eliminate the standing parking ban. Once that is received by this office 

we will generate a standing operating procedure to implement an on-call parking ban 

throughout the community when warranted by weather or emergency conditions. w. 

• The Town’s Open Space Plan has now been accepted by the Commonwealth- Thank you to 

Shannon Palmer for all of the hard work on this plan. 

• 21 East Street Parking Plan – We have met again with the key staff at 21 East Apartments 

to discuss implementation of their approved parking plan in the event of flooding. One 

additional walkthrough will take place 12 OCT 23 to provide recommendations to the 

existing plan.
